1. Consideration of request from Kiwanis Club of Laramie for ability to pursue the construction of a
storage building in Kiwanis Park for Kiwanis Club of Laramie use. (Mathews, pages 16-18)

Chrissy Mathews- President of Kiwanis Club, gave a presentation on the possibility of securing a storage
structure to be used solely for the Kiwanis Club. Discussion was made.

2. Update on the modification of the Group Ex, Cardio and Circuit Weight Area Policy as it relates to
allowed ages and supervision. (Guerin, pages 19-24)

Guerin gave a brief overview of the current Group Ex, Cardio and Circuit Weight Area Policy as it relates
to allowed ages and supervision.

Motion by Esquivel, seconded by Carlson, that the modification of Group Ex, Cardio and Circuit Weight
Area Policy be amended to allow ages 12 and under to use the equipment while being supervised, ages
12-15 years to use the equipment after training course has been taken, and ages 16+ to use the equipment
without supervision. Motion lost 3-3.

3. Consideration of ground lease agreement between the City of Laramie and Air Resources Inc. for the
temporary placement of an air quality monitoring station near E. Reynolds St. & S. 9" St on behalf of
the Wyoming DEQ. (Feezer, pages 25-37)

Motion by Coates, seconded by Carlson, that the Parks, Tree, and Recreation Advisory Board
recommend approval of Ground Lease Agreement between the City of Laramie and Air Resource
Specialists and forward to City Council for approval. Motion carried 6-0.
