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Discount Policy for P&R Facilities 
Scope   

This policy outlines the recommended parameters for discounting facility rentals or co-
sponsoring events for the purpose of reducing the rental fees. 

 

Effective Date

Background 

Rental fees at the Recreation Center originally differentiated between members and non-
members and included an option for non-profit discounts for meeting rooms, but not 
other facilities such as pools or gymnasiums and are set by resolution.  Fees for park 
facilities were historically set by ordinance, but have now been moved to a resolution 
approval process.  Both of these types of fees allow for some discretion to be exercised 
for the purpose of discounts, but no firm guidelines have been established. 

This policy is intended to provide guidance to staff when considering requests from the 
public for discounts on these facilities. 

 
Policy 
Facility rental fees are intended to provide revenue to off-set the cost of providing 
services and maintenance for the facilities.  As a result, it is generally 
recommended that rentals for limited use or short-term events be charged to all 
groups, without differentiating by organization based on non-profit or volunteer 
status.   
 
For rentals that are on-going, such as for organizations that will rent a facility for 
a sporting season, an academic semester, or an indeterminate length of time and 
will provide sustained revenue, a discount of 25-50% may be appropriate.  This 
amount should be established in either a user group agreement, or by approval 
of the Parks, Tree and Recreation Advisory Board. The amount should also 
reasonably off-set the cost of set-up and clean-up provided by staff and should 
be scheduled in coordination with other city recreation programs. Recreation 
program use of facilities may take precedence over rentals. 
 
For events that are free to the public and have a significant economic 
development impact, such as Freedom Has a Birthday, the fees may be waived 
in exchange for the City being named as a sponsor.  This may be applicable to 
facilities in the parks or in the recreation system.  Additionally, events that are 
free to the public and for which services provided by staff are minimal may be 
considered for a fee waiver in exchange for city sponsorship. 
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Facility usage by established user groups should anticipate the cost of use for 
events such as tournaments or clinics and should not be treated considered for a 
full waiver of fees.  Use may be discounted as part of the overall user group 
agreement.

Administrative or Policy Goal:  
 
To support the implementation of public art projects in Laramie to enhance the livability and economic appeal of 
the community. 
 
Background:  
 
Bloomberg Philanthropies created a grant program in 2014 for US cities with populations over 30,000 residents, 
supporting innovative public art projects that enhance the vibrancy of cities.  In Wyoming, there are few 
communities meeting the population requirements, and even fewer with public art plans. 
 
The City of Laramie has been solicited and encouraged to apply for this grant by Bloomberg Philanthropies, who 
are seeking applicants across the country.  It is anticipated that they will award three grants in amounts up to $1 
Million each.   
 
The Laramie art community has been working with two artists representing a project called Sans Facon to bring a 
project to Laramie.  This project is highly process oriented and responsive to the interests of the community.  If this 
grant application is successful, the Laramie Public Art Coalition intends to assist the various groups in bringing a 
project forward from this group.  Funds from the grant would support the administration of the project through 
LPAC and would funds already committed from other organizations to support this project.

Laramie Main Street Alliance, the Laramie Business Alliance and Albany County; and  

WHEREAS, the continued implementation of the Laramie Art Plan is a priority for the Laramie Public 

Art Coalition and the City of Laramie, enhancing the livability and economic opportunities in the Laramie 

Community; and 

WHEREAS, the Bloomberg Philanthropies Public Art Challenge Grant is a highly competitive grant 

program aimed at transforming urban spaces through public art with three grants awarded in amounts up to $1 

Million; and 

WHEREAS, the Laramie Public Art Coalition will provide leadership on this project, bringing together 

various local organizations with the Sans Facon artists to create a community-based process to develop a project; 

and 

WHEREAS, the grant application shall request an amount sufficient to provide administrative oversight 

for the project and funds to implement the project without financial burden on the City of Laramie;  

NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF LARAMIE, WYOMING RESOLVES: 

SECTION 1. That the foregoing recitals are incorporated in and made part of this resolution by this reference.

Re: February 2018/March 2018 Monthly Manager’s Report 
 
Parks & Recreation Administration – The Parks & Recreation Department is working on 
restructuring the Parks Division with couple of pending retirements.  The planning for the 150th 
Celebration is going well with final plans for the kick-off event to be held on May 4, 2018 really 
taking shape.  Staff has begun planning the 2nd Annual Touch-A-Truck to be held in June as a fund-
raising event for our scholarship program.  A new sponsor is on board this year in Pete Lien & Sons 
providing $1,000 cash sponsorship.  We are hoping to raise $5,000 towards the scholarship program 
this year and have “secured” a commitment from an air ambulance to be in attendance.   
 
Parks & Cemetery – Cemetery Report - Cemetery crews are preparing for the spring by servicing 
large equipment, outfitting the sweeper brooms with new bristles/lift mechanisms and beginning 
spring clean-up (raking pine cones and fence lines as weather allows).  Staff is working with the 
University of Wyoming hoping to secure a student led clean-up day to be held on April 22, 2018.  
Recently damage to the retraining wall on 15th street was caused by a vehicle and staff is working on 
quotes for the repair. 
 
Parks & Cemetery – Parks Report – Parks staff has begun the hiring process for summer provisional 
workers in parks, cemetery, athletics and mosquito control.  With the assistance of the Fire 
Department lights at Cowboy Field, the Aragon Softball Complex and the LaBonte Fields have been 
replaced.  All central control irrigation systems have been checked and will be ready for spring 
irrigation fire up along with identifying twenty irrigation systems that can be easily retrofitted with 
City water meters. Athletics staff will be preparing soccer in the first part of March.  Parks staff 
continue to prepare for spring by inspecting equipment and facilities and ordering equipment and 
supplies for the upcoming season.  
 
Mosquito & Urban Forestry – Forestry Report – Forestry staff has solicited quotes from local tree 
care contractors for structural pruning, hazard pruning and removal of trees at Washington and 
LaBonte Parks. Contractors will provide the aerial trucks and high work for the projects while parks 
and cemetery staff will provide clean up, chipping and hauling of material.   Forestry staff is all 
preparing for tree stump removal this spring by cataloguing the locations and calling in for locates.  
The continued inspection of the 434 Hazard trees identified in 2015 assessment for completion, and 
owner notices as needed is nearly completed with a few random locations still requiring inspection.  
 
Mosquito & Urban Forestry – IPM Report – IPM staff procured pesticide and fertilizer quotes for 
2018 season, assisted with procurement of a new digital handheld microscope for Mosquito/IPM 
operations. This new technology should improve technician capability and comfort in analyzing 
insect and plant samples.

Mosquito Management Association and conducted the 2018 annual meeting in Torrington.  IPM staff 
will continue to prepare for the spring season ensuring equipment is ready for potential applications. 
 
Mosquito & Urban Forestry – Mosquito Report – Mosquito staff prepared bids for Mosquito Control 
chemicals for the 2018 season and completed the bid process for the replacement of Mosquito 
Control ATV unit 795.  Staff has completed the 2017 WYPDES report and submitted it as required to 
Wyoming DEQ.  Staff will continue to prepare for the 2018 season by recruiting staff, inspecting 
equipment and acquiring land owner permissions for surveillance and treatment. 
 
Facilities Management Division – Facilities Maintenance staff will begin removing the ice slab at the 
Laramie Community Ice & Event Center on March 19, 2018. Once the ice is removed the building will 
be given a deep cleaning, and reopened for summer season rentals and programming beginning in 
April.  As ice comes out staff will begin de-winterizing the outdoor leisure pool in preparation for the 
Recreation Center Outdoor Leisure Pool Re-Plastering project.  A new contract, with a term of two 
years, for the supply of gym equipment wipes, went into effect on February 1, 2018. Recreation 
Center member feedback about the new wipes has been negative.  In response alternative wipes 
from this vendor are being evaluated, and will be purchased in lieu of the poorly received wipes.  The 
Facilities Work Order System received forty-one (41) work orders in February, with four (4) still 
open and in progress. A total of forty-one (41) work orders were completed and closed out this 
month. 
 
Recreation Division – The Run the Rails officially kicked off on February 15th and has about 350 
individual participants so far.  We hope to increase that number as the program gains momentum.  
We have the large wall map that will go up shortly at the Recreation Center, listing the important 
stations along the way and are tracking the individuals who are running the rails.  So far, feedback 
has been very positive for this fun program.  The Junior Cowboys and Cowgirls basketball finished up 
on March 3, 2018.  We had 180 children participate this year, which is an increase of about 30 
participants from last year.  First Friday Fun Night will be held on March 2nd this month.  Registration 
programs for the Wyoming Senior Olympics will go into the mail this month.  The registration page is 
live and had six people register shortly after we made it available.  The ice season concludes this 
month right after Spring Break.  We have been pleased with the amount of time the user groups have 
rented through the end of the season.  Last year, towards the end of the season, their use waned and 
made us wonder if the extra weeks of available time was worth the expense.  It seems that they are 
now accustomed to the schedule change and able to take advantage of it.  The School Aged Childcare 
program has begun using the skis for the Nordic Rocks program recently.  We had very little snow on 
the ground early, but they have made good use of the recent snowfall and appear to be enjoying the 
program.  Swim lessons take a break for the month of March due to Spring Break.  We will begin 
again in April and have put together the schedule for summer lessons.  Staff have made some nice 
changes to the processes they use for contacting families in advance of the lessons to improve our 
customer service and it is paying off with increased participation numbers.  The 28th Annual Youth 
Basketball Tournament is scheduled for April 6-8 this year.  Registration is open through March 26th, 
with an early discount for registrants who sign up by Feb. 14th.  We have recently remodeled the 8 
lane pool office and added a computer station for a staff member who is working on promotions and 
marketing for the department.  This will help us raise the profile of our 
activities and programs and hopefully take our marketing to a new level. 
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
