In January 2017 the City of Laramie applied for a $30,000 ACRB grant for the renovation of the 5 to 12-year-old playground at
LaPrele Park. This funding was approved and intended to be utilized in combination with voter approved Specific Purpose Tax
funding providing for a total estimated project cost of $50,000.

In July of 2019 the City of Laramie released the Request for Qualifications - LaPrele Park 5-12-Year-0Old Playground Removal,
Design, Provision & Installation with submittals being required to be submitted by 5:00pm on August 21, 2019. Five submittals
meeting the qualifications where received and staff developed a rating system used to evaluate the submittals. The evaluation
